Qualification Exam

The written and oral exams are held until the end of the "E and Make-Up" exams specified for the Fall and Spring semesters in the academic calendar of the relevant year. Students who score at least 60 out of 100 in the written exam qualify for the oral exam. Students who fail the oral exam are considered to have failed the qualification exam.
